David Lang manifesto

David Lang is a highly esteemed and frequently performed American composer. His works have been performed around the world in
most important concert venues. He has been awarded the Pulitzer Prize for Music, an Academy Award, a Golden Globe, the Rome Prize,
Le Chevalier des Arts et des Lettres, and was Musical America’s 2013 Composer of the Year. Lang’s tenure as Carnegie Hall’s 2013-2014
Richard and Barbara Debs Composer’s Chair saw his critically acclaimed festival collected stories showcase different modes of storytelling
in music. In addition to his work as a composer, Lang is Artist in Residence at the Institute for Advanced Study in Princeton, New Jersey,
and is a Professor of Composition at the Yale School of Music. Lang is co-founder and co-artistic director of New York’s legendary music
collective Bang on a Can.

Lang gives us this note about manifesto — a 2015 piece for men’s voices: “manifesto was commissioned by Cantus Vocal Ensemble for a
concert about love. It is a subject I am very curious about, and, as I so often do, I went to the internet to find out more. In the hopes of
finding the essential qualities of a loving relationship, I ended up searching for things that people say they look for in a romantic partner.
I searched the phrase ‘T want to be with someone who... and then assembled the text out of the auto-completions. Not all of them - not
the ones that were insulting to other people or were pornographic, or were unique to a certain culture or nationality or religion. I really
only wanted to find the answers that seemed most universal. I was hoping to imagine a larger community of people, all actively in search
of love, listing the characteristics of lovers they could believe in. And because it ended up reading like a statement of belief I called it
manifesto”

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John Tavener Village Wedding

In his youth English composer John Tavener was somewhat
of an “enfant terrible”, producing avant garde works like the
rambunctious cantata The Whale. But in 1977, Tavener joined
the Russian Orthodox Church; in the next three decades he
produced a steady stream of transcendent religious compositions.
He has expressed his artistic goal in these words: “In everything

I do, I aspire to the sacred... music is a form of prayer, a mystery.’

He provides the following thoughts about this piece composed
in 1992: “Village Wedding is a series of musical and verbal
images, describing a village wedding in Greece. My insertion
of Isaiah’s Dance (the moment in the Orthodox ceremony when
the couple are three times led solemnly around the Holy Table
by the Celebrant), and the whole tone of Sikelianos’ poetry,
however, shows that everything in the natural and visible world,
when rightly perceived, is an expression of a supernatural and
invisible order of reality. The somewhat sober character of the
music, also, hints at the later poems of Sikelianos, where myth
becomes the agency for uniting his subjective and narrative
voices into a sublime tragic vision.” It was written for the Vale
of Glamorgan Festival, where it was premiered by the Hilliard
Ensemble.

To my beloved, who breaks my heart.

Eric Whitacre A Boy and a Girl

American composer, conductor and lecturer Eric Whitacre
quickly became one of the most popular composers of his
generation. His first experiences singing in college choir changed
the course of his life. He completed his first composition Go,
Lovely Rose, at the age of 21 and subsequently went on to earn
a Master’s degree at the Juilliard School in New York, studying
with composer John Corigliano. Since then many of Whitacre’s
works have entered the standard choral and symphonic
repertories and garnered numerous awards. He speaks of this
piece: “A Boy and a Girl is such a tender, delicate, exquisite
poem; I simply tried to quiet myself as much as possible and
find the music hidden within the words. I'm often asked which
of my compositions is my favorite. I don’t really have one that I
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love more than the others, but I do feel that the four measures
that musically paint the text ‘never kissing’ may be the truest
notes I've ever written.”

Jennifer Higdon A Quiet Moment

Jennifer Higdon is an acclaimed American composer, a major
figure in contemporary classical music, having received
a Pulitzer Prize for her Violin Concerto and two Grammy
Awards for her Percussion Concerto and Viola Concerto. Most
recently, she received the Nemmers Prize from Northwestern
University which is given to contemporary classical composers
of exceptional achievement who have significantly influenced
the field of composition. She enjoys hundreds of performances
of her works each year; blue cathedral is one of her most popular
orchestral works with more than 600 performances worldwide.
Dr. Higdon holds the Rock Chair in Composition at The Curtis
Institute of Music in Philadelphia. She introduces this piece: A
Quiet Moment is about the people we meet in our lifetimes and
how our souls are affected by them and how we affect others.
It’s a song to ourselves, to you, and to everyone we know. It’s a
song about living and letting go and being and saying goodbye.”
Commissioned and premiered in 1999 by Potomac Fever in
Washington, DC, this version is for women’s voices only.

According to Wikipedia, Love is Here to Stay was the last musical
composition George Gershwin completed before his death on
July 11, 1937 at the age of 39. Ira Gershwin wrote the lyrics after
George’s death as a tribute to his brother. Although George
had not written a verse for the song, he did have an idea for
it that both Ira and pianist Oscar Levant had heard before his
death. When a verse was needed, Ira and Levant recalled what
George had in mind. Composer Vernon Duke reconstructed
the music for the verse at the beginning of the song. This choral
arrangement is by Darmon Meader.
